Algirdas Sileika, an outstanding Lithuanian physicist, one of the first specialists in semiconductor phy-
sics, talented organiser and former long-standing editor-in-chief of Lithuanian Journal of Physics, died on
8 June at the age of 86.

From 1962 to 1992, A. Sileika headed the Laboratory of Semiconductor Optics at the Institute of
Semiconductor Physics in Vilnius. From 1986 to 1989 he was the director of the Institute. His scientific
activities were focused on semiconductor optics, modulation spectroscopy, in particular. He was the co-
author of the monographs Multivalley Semiconductors, 1978 and Electronic Structure of Semiconductors,
1987. In 1974, he was awarded the State Prize of the Lithuanian SSR.

From 1986 to 1995, Algirdas Sileika chaired the Lithuanian Physical Society. From 1977 he was a mem-
ber of the editorial board, and from 1986 to 2001 the editor-in-chief of the Lithuanian Journal of Physics.

In 1985, Prof. Algirdas Sileika was elected a full member (academician) of the Lithuanian Academy of
Sciences. From 1986 to 1997 he chaired the Division of Mathematical, Physical, and Chemical Sciences
of the Academy, and from 1992 to 2001 he was the scientific secretary of the Lithuanian Academy of
Sciences.
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
