Socialinés tikrovés egzistenciniai
Zemélapiai

Zemélapiai - ne vien fizinés geografijos savoka bei priemoné. Zemélapis — bandymas ap-
rasyti tikrove sutartiniais simboliais. Kitaip tariant, tai — bandymas suprasti mus supancia
aplinka, kurig pripazjstame kaip tikrg. Si aplinka néra vien fiziné (natiiriné), bet visy pirma
kultariné ir socialiné, net jei siekiame aprasyti gamting tikrove. Pazymédami tikrus dalykus
zemeélapiai i$reiskia masy pirmenybes. Be to, Zemélapiai - bandymas jamzinti kintancia ti-
krove, t. y. ja sustabdyti nepaisant masy ir misy aplinkos kismo. Ir nors $is kismas — kary-
binis (mes nuolat kuriame savo aplinka, o ji - mus), jis liudija misy artéjima myriop. Todél
karyba - dviprasmiska: viena, ja siekiame jveikti masy mirtinguma, kita, ji liudija misy
judéjimg link mirties. Egzistenciniai zemélapiai apima Siuos skirtingus aspektus: jie patys
yra kultiiros produktai, kurie liudija musy siekj tiek sustabdyti socialinj kisma, tiek palikti
misy judéjimo nuotrauka.

Socialiné tikrové vargiai pasiduoda uzfiksuojama Zemélapiais. Vis délto tokia hermeneu-
tiné ir komunikaciné priemoné kaip Zemélapis, rodydama uzfiksuotg padétj, drauge veikia
socialinés tikrovés tapsma, kitaip tariant, yra jos kismo veiksnys. Zemélapiai rodo ir kultiri-
nius nelygumus, atsiradusius individui siekiant perkurti savo aplinka, kurioje jis iskyla. Taigi
zemélapiai - ir socialinés kiirybos gairés individui steigiant komunikacinius rysius. Socialinés
tikrovés reljefa visy pirma sudaro individualios karybos iskilumai. Kita vertus, individuali
karyba tegali iskilti tam tikroje socialinéje ir kulttirinéje aplinkoje, kuri ir suponuoja kirybi-
nius nelygumus.

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EDITORIAL

The Existential Maps of Social Reality

The mapping has been used not only in physical geography. The mapping is an attempt to
describe reality with the help of arbitrary symbols. In other words, it is an attempt to under-
stand our environment recognized by us as a real one. This environment is not only physical
(natural) but first of all cultural and social, even when we try to describe natural reality. By
signifying certain things the maps express our priorities. Besides this, the mapping is an at-
tempt to immortalize changing reality, i. e. to stop it despite changes of us and our environ-
ment. Despite the fact that this change is a creative one (we create our environment and it
creates us), it witnesses our moving towards death. That is why creation is ambiguous: on
the one hand, with the help of it we attempt to overcome our mortality, on the other hand,
it witnesses our moving towards death. The existential maps cover these different aspects:
they are the cultural products that witness our attempt to stop social change as well to leave
a photo of our motion.

Social reality has been hardly to be fixed by the mapping. Nevertheless, such hermeneu-
tic and communicational means as a map shows a fixed condition and herewith influences
the becoming of social reality, in other words, is a factor of its change. The maps also show the
cultural roughs emerged after an individual attempt to recreate his (her) environment, within
which he (she) rises. As a result, the maps are also the milestones of social creation while an
individual constitutes the communication relations. The relief of social reality consists first
of all of individual creation’s swells. On the other hand, individual creation can rise only in
certain social and cultural environment that presupposes the creative roughs.

Three parts of the issue deals with different mapping of social reality: political models
of a state and the models of practical behaviour, as well the rise of the creative class in social
environment (Political and Social Reliefs), the models of the values and aesthetics in the edu-
cational environment (Existential Regions of Values and Education), the models of the media
and communication under urban conditions (Urban Reality: Maps of the Media and Com-
munication).
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
