Akademiné kuryba ir kultiiros regionai

Akademinés karybos ir kultiiros regionai - susiklojancios teritorijos: akademiné karyba lai-
kytina kultiira, kurios samprata formuoja akademininky karybinés nuostatos. Akademiné
kiryba néra vien lokalus globalios kultiiros regionas.

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EDITORIAL

Academic Creation and Cultural Regions

The regions of academic creation and culture are the territories covering each other: academic
creation is to be considered as culture, conception of which has been formed by the creative
attitudes of the academics. Academic creation is not only a local region of global culture. If
we treat culture as global human culture, it loses the borders, herewith it loses any definition.
Being everywhere and anything, culture is nowhere and nothing. Cultural nihilism has been
nourished by surplus of culture instead of cultural lack. Academic creation’s region, within
which the cultural conceptions and approaches have been formed, contributes to culture by
providing the borders and definitions. On the other hand, the academic sphere “pursues”
constantly the most prominent cultural phenomena that should be inserted into academic
schemes and lexicons. Culture is prominent as much as it arises above academic schemes and
attitudes.

Academic creation has been nourished by both localities and globalities. On the one
hand, by having a specific lexicon and problematic circle it bewares of cultural vagabonds
with help of high academic barrier. On the other hand, the academic ideas need enough wide
if not global circulation; otherwise they would not be viable. That is why there is no and
could not be any local science even if it researches the local phenomena. Academic localities
appeal, first of all, to the places of scientific disciplines distanced from neighbouring academic
regions while these places could be globally dispersed. Nevertheless, creativity also here
should be connected with trespass of settle borders and emerging of new academic places.
However, interdisciplinarity presupposes not as much destruction of borders by mixing the
incommensurable subjects as constitution of new academic disjunction.

The rubrics of this issue (Interdisciplinary Regions and Philosophy; Creative Regions:
Philosophical Aspects; Cultural Rims: Philosophical Perspective) deal with relationship of
academic creation and culture. It is a philosophical issue twofold: on the one hand, philosophy
has been treated as a case of academic creation, on the other hand, academic creation and
culture have been reflected from the philosophical point of view.
