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EDITORIAL

The Forms of Public Life: The Contexts of
Lithuania

Although the public life is inseparable from politics, these spheres intersect each other instead
of coinciding. On the one hand, public life is a broader term than politics that is only a certain
aspect of social life. On the other hand, public life is possible only in a certain polis, i. e. in a
political community, the members of which are connected by certain collective memory and
common aspirations. Besides, we can speak about the policy of certain forms of public life, in
other words, about forming of these forms while a community realizes its aims and exploits
the layers of collective memory.

This issue continues the topic of the previous issue while here special attention has
been devoted to the context and the cases of Lithuanian public life. In principle, every con-
sideration about publicity starts here from a region that signifies both a rim of intellectual
life and certain group’s way of seeing, as well as the approach of thinking in the emigration
and a place of paradigm reception. Therefore regionalism is an inseparable approach of ref-
lections on publicity while this approach is intersected by the strategies of life and research
in Lithuania.

The issue has two rubrics that are devoted to the visual ideology of the Millennium of
Lithuania, philosophy and sociology of intellectual life (The Reflections of Public Life: the
Lithuanian Cases), the philosophical and sociological attitudes of A. Mickiinas and V. Kavolis
